A strange old woman creeps into the palace hidden under a large cloak
and gives Aurora a bouquet of flowers. Aurora dances with the bouquet of
flowers sharing most of it with her friends. With just a rose remaining
from the bouquet, she ominously pricks her finger on one of the thorns
and eventually falls into a swoon. The elderly woman reveals herself to
be the wicked Carabosse and laughs with delight in the fulfillment of her
curse.

At the wave of her hand, the members of the court also fall
asleep, resting under the protection of the Lilac Fairy.
